On Symbolism and Its Artistic Interpretations

THE symbolic mode of depicting visual imagery
was popular among different religious traditions,
prevalent in ancient India. In fact, the symbolic
mode formed itself by an artistic vocabulary and an
iconography without icons. Among several symbols
of ancient India, cakra became one of the popular
symbols in Brahmanism and Buddhism.

The cakra or the wheel of law is the Indian emblem
of sovereignty. Since the Buddha is considered as the
sovereign of the masses, he is symbolically depicted
as the dharmacakra. Hence the dharmacakra became
one of the major Buddhist symbols.

The dharmacakra is depicted in several Buddhist
1 centres as a sacred Buddhist symbol. Amaravati
Was no exception to this general pattern. The Buddhist
mahastipa at Amaravati (Guntur district, Andhra
Pradesh) became one of the finest masterpieces of
the Buddhist world displaying great creativity and
the skills of the artists. The ornate Amaravati art
has displayed some beautiful representations of

dharmacakra. In this article, an attempt has been
made to interpret the significance of dharmacakra in
Amaravati art in the hight of its symbolism and arusuc
expression. In order to study the above dimension, it
